Panex® Selection Process

Step 1 -

Choice of a Panex receptacle is a balance of
load handling requirements and installation
method. Select a preferred mounting style
from those shown at right. Each style is not
available in all sizes, so Step 2 is important.

Step 2 -
Select Receptacle Size

Use the Panex Performance Chart to select
the receptacle size that best meets your
performance requirments.

Step 3 -
Select Stud Style

Panex studs are shown following the
receptacle pages in each size section.
Performance is the same for each stud, so
selection is based on head style and finish.
The 6 mm size studs also offer a selection
of Partial Ejecting versions. The length of
the stud is determined by calculating Total
Material Thickness (TMT) as defined on the
receptacle pages.

Step 4 -
Select Options

In addition to a choice of stud retainers,
Panex studs also offer Head Cup and
Retaining Spring options.
